Correspondence






Letters from R.Maddern and J.Davies regarding the Constitution and Rules have been received. No other queries on this document have been received.

Letter from R.Jones regarding six Pro-am events that P.Hodgson has still not been paid for. The cheque has now been received by J.Irelan-Hill.

Letter from J.Davies, including CV for R.Lambourne, recommending R.Lambourne for upgrade to “A” grade. The application was accepted; R.Lambourne will be the Assistant Senior at the next available event (Inter League in April).

CV from S.Baker for upgrade to “A”. This was referred to the next meeting because there was no accompanying letter of recommendation.



Finance Report



The full amount has been paid to Referees for events where the series of events began prior to the 2% decrease being adopted.

The accounts are now being done on Excel; currently difficulty adding EPRA header.

There is still £2.50 outstanding for a World Championship photo.

A deadlock letter has been received from the TSB; the complaint regarding loss of interest can now be taken to the banking ombudsman, and if necessary to the small claims court. Attention was drawn to the fact that the small claims court will only accept claims above £5000 after April 1999. 

It was agreed that the 2% levy should be applied to ANY event that has an invitation from the General Secretary. In future the 2% levy shall be subtracted on event invitations. All Senior Referees should be aware of this levy, especially when paying cash at events.

Examination Secretary’s Report



Chairman thanked the Exam Secretary for attending the meeting while he was ill. 

There have been 6 exams in R2,R3,R6 and R7, with a total of 37 candidates and 7 passes. All these exams were World Rules.

Another exam received from R6 with 4 candidates.

Amendments to the World Rules exam (wording and serious foul rule change) are not yet completed. They will be sent out shortly to Examiners and to the General Secretary.

E.Tait has resigned from the EPRA, and hence is no longer an Examiner.

There was some discussion regarding the EPA rules exam. There is a proposal on the table at the EPA AGM for the EPA to adopt World Rules as their own. If this goes through there may not be a need for the old exam; however the EPA do not specify which rules local leagues play; some may continue with the old rules. A decision regarding the future of the old exam was deferred to the next meeting.

R.Maddern pointed out that moving the loss of frame foul to the serious foul section did not make sense. M.Perkins and M.Morter will write to the WEBPF.

The EPA is progressing well with competitions this year and is looking forward to another successful year. 

The Referees shall be paid cash, via the Senior Referee, at the Inter League in April.



8. Regional Reports (written)

R1 :	In November I wrote to all county secretaries asking if they had anyone wishing to take any exams with the world rules. I had two leagues enquire about exams. The secretary of the Billingham League contacted me recently. He is trying to get some qualified referees in his league, including himself. 

	There is nothing else happening at present.



R2 :	AGM held on Sunday 16th January at Rileys Snooker Club, Preston. J.Chapman stood down as Regional Delegate, and A.Blackburn was elected in his place.

	A claim was made by J.Chapman for telephone expenses. This was rejected as no expense form or formal claim was received.



R3:	The Referees in the Region have had a busy time with professional matches and more recently, along with Cheshire Referees, a pool festival. A regional AGM was held with all those in posts being re-elected.



R4:	A match was held between England Youth and Region 4 Youth on 29th November using County match format. The England Officials were pleased with the day. The next meeting of the R4 Referees Association will be held at Attleborough Snooker Centre on Sunday 28th February at 1pm. It is hoped to hold an examination in Cambridgeshire shortly.



R5:	At the AGM in November C.Box was re-elected for 1 further year before retiring at the end of 1999. Gloucestershire are playing the Welsh team at Stroud the last weekend in February. Oxford are to have an exam in the next few months. Everything else OK.



R6:	The Regional Referees Association held its AGM in January, a constitution is now in being. The membership is a flourishing 32 members from the 33 that have affiliated to the EPRA for 1999. Although this in itself is down, there is a strong tendency towards the World Rules qualified referees being the interested ones.



	The major event for this period is that all County Matches, this season, will have a Seni
o
r Referee that is supplied by the Regional PRA. Each Referee shall receive equal remuneration’s, plus a distance related allowance. I believe this to be a show of confidence in the ability of the Association.



	Concern has been expressed at the interval between attending a professional engagement and the reimbursement for that event.



R7:	E.Tait has resigned form the Association due, mainly, to work commitments. 37 referees have re-affiliated, plus 3 new members bring the total to 40. Exams are planned in Kent, Sussex and Berkshire.
