8  Events Reports
8.1 World Championships (Blackpool) - Senior: Christine Robins
The senior referee’s report was read in full and summarised as follows:-

All went well apart from the fact that it was felt that not enough referees were in attendance which resulted in fewer breaks. All referees worked well and commendations to referees Scott McMillan and Richard Rhodes who did very well.
8.2 Home Internationals (Telford) - Senior: Sue Mitchell
The senior referee’s report was read in full and summarised as follows:-
Competition held at the Park Inn, Telford on Friday 26th to Sunday the 28th October 2007.

All referees reported on time and prepared the 14 tables; 10 in the main room and 4 in the adjoining room. The event was run very well and the senior referee was not called upon to give a decision at any time during the weekend.
8.3 National Amateur Championships-Men - Senior: John Hope

The senior referee’s report was read in full and summarised as follows:-

The event was held at Great Yarmouth on the 4th-5th October 2007 and because of delays the semi-finals and final were played on Saturday the 6th October 2007.

On the first day play began at 5pm and matches finished between 10.30pm-11pm. All referees arrived promptly and were all smartly dressed. There were some dress code breaches by the players and there was inconsistency by the top table in applying the code. The senior referee was called to the tables on seven occasions, twice for snooker decisions (refs correct) and five times for jammed table mechanisms. 

The second day play started at 9am and ended at 11.30pm which meant that the referees worked far in excess of the accepted 10 hours and as a consequence the semi-finals and final could not be played. The senior referee was called to the tables on seven occasions, three times for snooker decisions. The senior referee was called to the floor on six occasions to consider players dress code.
8.4 Interleague KO Cup (Yarmouth) - Senior: Roy Lambourne
The senior referee’s report was read in full and summarised as follows:-

The event was held at Great Yarmouth on 6th-7th October 2007. Play started promptly on Saturday and ran smoothly throughout the day. The senior referee was called to the tables on three occasions and in each case the referee was correct.
An incident occurred where a player stopped the cue ball dropping into a pocket (in off) and   the referee called a “serious foul” – however the guidance states that this is a standard foul. This was pointed out and the referee then referred to a question in the EPRA exam (no.46) where the model answer calls this a serious foul, and this needs to be urgently addressed.

This incident was discussed at length and it was decided that a ruling should be given by the World Rules Sub-Committee.
